On 25 November over 120
strategic leads, managers and
practitioners from across the
north east (including local
authorities, probation, prisons,
education, health and the
voluntary sector) came together
in Middlesbrough for the first time
to discuss a regional response to
the needs of some of society’s
most vulnerable young people.

November 2015, our annual review for 2014/15 was
approved — which includes first hand stories and
quotes from our volunteers, families of prisoners and
prisoners about the services Nepacs provides and
the impact of imprisonment on families.
